      Council met at the Community Center to keep public distance
City Clerk to amend April minutes to show the correct claims report with proper date. Mayor Bryan Arzani presided over and called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM. Lyndsay Cannoy, Ancel Kennedy, Remington Siefkas were present. Brett Jones and Jason Phillips were absent.  Motion by Siefkas, seconded by Kennedy to amend the agenda to add approval of the consent items to be added. Motion carried. Resolution 2021_7: FY20-21 Budget Amendment #2. Kennedy motioned to approve. Siefkas second motion. Roll Call: Cannoy aye, Phillips absent, Jones absent, Siefkas aye, Kennedy aye. Motion approved. Regular council meeting started. Input from the public: Greg Palmer presented information about the 2nd Amendment for councils’ consideration.  Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 42.18 patrol hours, 6 calls, and 4 traffic stops in April. Barnes stated there will be a new deputy to patrol in August. Barens also stated there has been some spotty issues for the radios and a new tower will be placed this summer in New Virginia.  Fire & Rescue reported 9 ems calls and 4 fire calls in April. Stills stated they found another department to purchase the ambulance and will only need to take off the town name on the ambulance. Stills asked Public Works department when road construction will begin on N. West St. Wood stated early June. Wood and Stills will work together to find a way to store vehicles till the road is drivable. Stills stated a training program between Truro, New Virginia, St. Marys, and St. Charles that will have hands on equipment. This will benefit all. Stills also stated there is a state bill that will mandate towns to have more than 200 calls per year. Stills is looking into a coop with other towns. Stills will find this bill and send to Mayor for more information. Guest speaker Brooke Benge was absent. Guest speaker Heidi Burhans asked council if there will be any ditching done on E. Turner as she is having her driveway repaired. Mark Mease will be doing the driveway repairs and told Heidi there will need to be a little ditching done along her drive. Public Works Dept. Wood will call Mark Mease and discuss. Truro Area Boosters asked council for future use of the community center if needed. Council stated they are allowed to use the building 1 time per quarter for no fees. Discussion of an electric sign placed at the Little League fields. Truro Area Boosters asked if the City would pay for the electric use and manage the rentals. The City would get fifty percent of the rental fees. More information will be presented at the next meeting. Truro Area Boosters asked for council if a freedom rock could be placed at Hull Park. Council suggested possibly having it at the community center. More information will be presented at the next meeting. Truro Area Boosters asked what type of picnic tables the City would like at Hull park. Council suggested 8ft green treated. Wood will work with Truro Area Boosters to see about metal tables. Truro Area Boosters also asked if the City would donate the retired recycling trailer to be used as a can redemption trailer. Kennedy motioned to approve. Siefkas seconded motion. All ayes- Jones & Phillips were absent. Motion carried. Truro Area Boosters did state the 4th of July Celebration will be rescheduled as it coincides with the Big Country Bash. More information will be presented at a later date. Clerk presented a new building permit for council to review and approve at the next meeting. Clerk asked to send out water payment reminders via email/text through the city website. Siefkas motioned to approve. Kennedy seconded motion. All ayes- Jones & Phillips were absent. Motion carried. City Wide garage sales was discussed. Kennedy motioned to approve June 26th, 2021 as the date with maps placed at the gas station, bank, and library. Cannoy seconded motion. All ayes- Jones & Phillips were absent.
