Truro City Council Meeting
Monday August 3rd, 2020
Council met at the Community Center to keep public distance
Mayor Arzani presided over and called the council meeting at 6:00pm. Remington Siefkas, Ancel Kennedy, Brett Jones, Lyndsay Cannoy and Jason Phillips were present. Motion by Cannoy, seconded by Phillips to approve the agenda. All ayes. Motion carried. Public input from Jeff Stowers, he complained of neighbor’s junk in his yard which is causing a safety issue. Mayor Arzani will look at the said property. Mike & Abbigal Hanson talked. They are new to town and if there is any need for volunteer work, please ask them. Jones suggested they come to the Betterment meeting and could help with future events. Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 33.58 patrol hours, 9 calls and 0 traffic stops in July. Fire & Rescue reported 15 calls, 3 of them were fire and 12 were EMS. There were no transports for July. Western Iowa Mutual Insurance Association donated $100.00 to the Fire & Rescue. The side by side was discussed. The City’s insurance deductible is $1,000.00 and the receipts from Justin Goade are a total of $883.84 so the City will not make a claim and just pay Justin. Jones motioned to pay Justin Goade $883.84. Phillips seconded the motion. All ayes. Motion carried. Approval of the new address 120 E. Olive Street was discussed. Jones motioned to approve. Kennedy seconded. All ayes. Motion carried. Ordinance 197- Amending Chapter 107.6- Recycling rates was read. Siefkas motioned to approve. Jones seconded the motion. Jones, Phillips, Cannoy, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Motion passed. Jones motioned to waive second and third reading. Siefkas seconded. All ayes. Motion carried. Ordinance 198 Amending Fence, Walls, and Hedges. Jones motioned to approve. Siefkas seconded. Cannoy, Phillips, Jones, Siefkas ayes. Kennedy sustained. Kennedy motioned to change the front height of fencing, walls, and hedges to be thirty-six (36) inches unless open fencing was put in. Phillips motioned to approve and waive second and third reading. Kennedy seconded. All ayes. Motion carried. Amending Ordinance 199- Chapter 122 Peddlers, Solicitors and Transient Merchants. Phillips motioned to approve. Kennedy seconded motion. Jones, Phillips, Kennedy, Cannoy and Siefkas ayes. Cannoy motioned to waive second and third reading. Siefkas seconded. All ayes. Motion carried. The council will have a workshop meeting on September 3rd after the council meeting to discuss the possibility of selling City property at 100 S. Railroad. Discussion of cleaning out culverts on W. Turner on the south side. Jones said that the Fire & Rescue will be there on Thursday to clean them out. Mayor Arzani suggested that it was not a bad idea to have residents help the city by keeping their culverts clean. Discussion of having the City seal streets at W. Turner and Elizabeth. Burhans will be fixing curbs on Scenic here in August and then sealing roads in September or early October. Tiegen Wood has estimates for sealing roads and will bring to council at the next meeting. City Wide cleanup was discussed. Mayor Arzani will head up the program and talk to the school to see if any kids need volunteer hours to help. Cleanup will be sometime in September. The city clerk will post to the website, social media and around town when a date is chosen. Junk/Junk Vehicles were discussed. Council will verify closer to the comply date if the City needs to abate. Water and Sewer rates were discussed. The amended ordinance was not published in the paper prior to the bills going out. Jones motioned for all residents will receive the old rate for the September bill. October will begin with the new rates. Trick or Treat for Truro was discussed. Kennedy motioned for October 31st from 5:30pm to 7:30pm to be Beggar’s Night. Cannoy seconded. All ayes. Clerks monthly report: Abbey Mease gave the City Hall a large filing cabinet. The Clerk would like to pay her for it. It was agreed by council to pay her $60.00. Maintenance dept.: Tiegen discussed unattended children at Hull Park. There is constant trash and plants being stomped on or pulled out. It was suggested to contact the parents and discuss respect to the City’s Park. There are also dogs running loose around the park. Council wants to remind all of Truro residents that there is a Leash Law in town and to please keep all dogs on their leashes. Tiegen received over 4 bids for either a new Skid loader or a lease. Council suggested having Kubota and JCB bring a demo to Truro for them to review and then at Sept. meeting they will decide. Tiegen has been cleaning up all the tools that the City owns. He made a list of certain tools that he would like. Kennedy motioned to have Tiegen prioritize the tool list and then spend up to $1,000.00 to purchase tools. Jones seconded motion. All ayes. Motion carried. Tiegen picked up the riding mower from the Little League that council approved to purchase a few months ago. It was originally voted on to spend $1,000.00 but ended up being $750.00. Tiegen was happy with the purchase. Tiegen discussed his water/wastewater certification. Jones motioned to approve $640.00 and $420.00 to pay for the classes. Jones seconded. All ayes. Motion carried. Motion by Cannoy, seconded by Jones to approve the past minutes that Pro-tem Mayor Cannoy signed, treasurer’s reports, and pay the July bills and all approved for the motion to carry. Next meeting will be September 3rd, 2020 at 6:00P.M. at the Community Center. Motion by Jones, seconded by Siefkas for the meeting to be adjourned at 7:21P.M.
