Council met at the Community Center to keep public distance
Mayor Arzani presided over and called the council meeting at 6:00pm. Ancel Kennedy, Brett Jones and Jason Phillips were present. Absent were Lyndsay Cannoy and Remington Siefkas. Motion by Phillips, seconded by Jones to approve the agenda. All ayes. Motion carried. No Public input. Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 38.81 patrol hours, 10 calls and 10 traffic stops in September. Sheriff Barnes stated that they should be on the new radio system in December. There will also be a new hire that starts in December. Fire & Rescue reported 9 calls, 8 were EMS 1 was Fire. There were no transports for September. The Fire & Rescue said the Benefit Dinner was a good success. They are applying for a DNR grant for up to $3500 that they would like to use towards a side by side along with the donation money from the benefit. Chad Walker is looking into options on one of the ambulances as it has many issues that are just not feasible to fix. The possibility of purchasing a new one or retiring the old ambulance. More information will be brought to council.  Erin Thornburg from the Tri Corner Express paper came to talk about Truro placing ads in the paper. Council will look more into it and let Erin know by December. A stop sign at W. Turner & N. McKinley was discussed. A resolution will be brought to council at the November meeting and voted on then. Ditching was discussed on Second Street. Wood will be getting estimates to bring to the next meeting. Truro’s City Wide Cleanup will be October 23rd. Please have all junk on curb a week prior and no later than the night before the 23rd. Hazardous waste/paint/tire/appliances and construction waste will not be picked up as well as tree and grass debris. Jolly Holiday Lighting Contest was discussed. Jones will be talking with the Betterment Committee about donating to the event and will get back to council at the November meeting. Council likes the idea of a winter newsletter. The City Clerk will get that started and sent out separately from the water bills this time. After long discussion of purchasing a new dump trailer it was suggested that Wood look into other trailers for recycling and bring back to council at the November meeting. Discussion of providing online bill pay for water/sewer/recycling through GWorks. Council will look more into the idea and consider it for the next years budget.  Consideration of approving Kenny Halsted on the Library board. Jones motioned to approve, Phillips seconded motion. Kennedy, Phillips, and Jones ayes. Siefkas & Cannoy were absent. Motion carried. Consideration of approving Joe Watts on the Library board. Phillips motioned to approve, Jones seconded the motion. Kennedy, Jones & Phillips ayes. Cannoy & Siefkas were absent. Motion carried. Discussion of gravel to be put down north of N. West Street. Kennedy moved to allow up to $1,000 for gravel which would be around 9 tons. Jones second the motion. Jones, Kennedy & Phillips ayes. Cannoy & Siekfas were absent. Motion carried. Clerk would like to purchase map tubes to organize city maps. The purchase will be under $500. Council agreed. Clerk also would like to open City Hall during the Trunk or Treat event on the 24th. She will hand out the last of the Truro reusable bags with a coloring paper and a little candy. Council agreed to allow this. Public works director discussed the culvert at E. Garfield & N. Hull Street. Council would like to get ideas before moving forward on replacing. Wood is still waiting on estimates for the dead tree at Hull Park and will bring back to council at the November meeting. The new asphalt roads were talked about by councilman Jones. Wood will be getting estimates for sealcoat and it will be discussed at the next meeting. Councilman Jones also asked that the City dumpster be moved to the City Shop as people renting the community center were placing their trash in the Jones Family Diner dumpster and it has been creating a problem. Wood will move the dumpster and contact J&L Sanitation to let them know of the placement. There was no discussion of the past minutes, treasurer’s report, or payment of bills. Phillips motion to approve, Kennedy seconded motion. Jones, Phillips & Kennedy ayes. Cannoy & Siefkas were absent. Motion carried. Next council meeting is scheduled for November 2nd, 2020 at 6:00p.m. Jones motioned to adjourn at 7:25p.m., Kennedy seconded motion. Jones, Phillips & Kennedy ayes. Siefkas & Cannoy were absent. Motion carried.
