Mayor Sarah Darst presided and called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM. Jason Phillips, Lyndsay Cannoy, Michell Sciarrotta and Julie Ostrander were present. Baker was absent. Motion by Sciarrotta, seconded by Cannoy to approve the agenda. Motion carried.

Public input: Roger West inquired about possible ways to get nuisance notices to the citizens because of short post office hours.  Veronica Woods, Joni Griglione, Matt Masters and Julie Morris voiced their opposition to closing alleys, and council assured them that they were nowhere near closing any alleys and were just gathering information from other communities due to an inquiry about it. Brian Nelson & Dan Childers of Omnitel, were also present to voice their opposition to closing alleys due to their need for utility easements.  
Mayor Darst will email council a map of the alleys with fiber optics so they can determine which ones they won’t close before moving

forward on talk of any closures. 
Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 63 patrol hours, 15 calls, and 10 traffic stops in October. 
Fire & Rescue reports 13 calls and 5 transports in October. Sciarrotta motioned to approve the addition of Greg Saxton to the 
department, provided he produce all the needed paperwork and licenses required. Phillips seconded it and all approved.
Randy Moore from Iowa American Water made a presentation about what they could do for our community.

MSA Jason reports all is going well with the sewer project aerations.
Resolution No. 2019_29 Authorizing & Approving a Loan and Disbursement Agreement & Providing for the Issuance & Securing the 

Payment of $140,000 Sewer Bond was approved when Cannoy made the motion. Phillips seconded the motion.
On roll call: Ayes; Sciarrotta, Cannoy, Phillips and Ostrander. Baker was absent. 

One $100 sealed bid was opened for the orange truck.  Phillips motioned to reject it.  Sciarrotta seconded the motion and all approved
of the rejection.  City will keep it the orange truck.
Sciarrotta motioned the purchase an installation of a snow plow blade from Big Boyz Toys for $5,550.00.  Ostrander seconded the 

motion and all approved.

The mayor shared that Jermaine’s Hauling had reached out to her and said that he would accept $1000 for payment of his part in the

citywide clean up.  Sciarrotta made a motion to settle the bill for the $1000 and Ostrander seconded the motion; all approved.
Information from our attorney about merging our golf cart ordinance with one for UTVs was presented. Council would like to take a 

closer look at all of it and get back to the clerks in the coming weeks. 

Council would like to invite community members with experience in anything zoning related, to be a part of a group that will help

get our zoning ordinances organized more suitably and potentially work with the Council and Zoning Board. Clerk Miller will get this 
out on Facebook and the website @ TruroIowa.org.

It was determined that the council would like to talk to other cities and counties about how to even start making ordinances about 
wind turbines.  Clerks will continue work on that.

Maintenance Department: Bid for dialer at lift station was tabled.  We will buy a leaf blower.  Flower pots will be removed from the town

and put away for winter. Palmer is still waiting to hear back from DOT on the driving portion for his CDL license.
Clerk Monthly Report: Junk letter list will be reviewed by council to determine who may need a second contact due to lack of compliance.
It was noted that several citizens have appreciated the junk clean up around town.  We would like to acknowledge Jason Sloan for donating four nice trash cans for the park.  Thank you! 

Motion by Sciarrotta, seconded by Ostrander to approve the minutes, treasurer’s reports, and pay the October bills and all approved for the motion to carry.

Motion by Sciarrotta, seconded by Phillips for the meeting to be adjourned at 8:04 P.M.
