Council met at the Community Center to keep public distance
Mayor Arzani presided over and called the council meeting at 6:00pm. Ancel Kennedy, Brett Jones and Jason Phillips, Lyndsay Cannoy and Remington Siefkas were present. Motion by Cannoy, seconded by Kennedy to approve the agenda. All ayes. Motion carried. No Public input. Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 48.40 patrol hours, 11 calls and 16 traffic stops in September. Sheriff Barnes said it has been busy with after school traffic. Fire & Rescue reported 16 calls, 13 were EMS 3 was Fire. There were no transports for October. Fire & Rescue have received 4 of the new radios. Training courses will begin soon. Stills will get all the serial #’s and send to City Clerk as well as discuss insurance to cover said radios. Stills will also be looking into lanyards to carry radios on the chest instead of the belt. There will be a wrecked car outside of fire station till a scrap company can come get it. The car was used for practicing the jaws of life. Stills asked if Tiegen could spread the gravel from the driveway to the alleyway behind the station. The Bank Cd will mature December 11th, 2020. Kennedy motioned to put back into bank for 17 months at interest rate of 2.25. Phillips 2nd motion. All ayes. Motion carried. A stop sign at W. Turner & N. McKinley was discussed as well as a Speed Sign on W. Turner. Locations of speed signs will be discussed at December meeting.  Resolution 2020_15: Stop Sign at W. Turner & McKinley was read. Jones motioned to approve. Siefkas 2nd motion. Roll call: Phillips-aye, Cannoy-aye, Kennedy-aye, Jones-aye, Siefkas-aye. Motion carried. Resolution2020_16: FYE20 AFR was read. Phillips motioned to approve. Kennedy 2nd motion. Roll call: Phillips-aye, Cannoy-aye, Jones-aye, Siefkas-aye, Kennedy-aye. Motion carried. The library needs new light bulbs in both rooms. Jones motioned to not exceed $800 and allow Brant Electric to install. Kennedy 2nd motion. All ayes. Motion carried. Jolly Holiday Lighting Contest was discussed. The Betterment Committee will be donating $200 to the event. City Clerk will be putting voting slip in the winter newsletter with 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winnings of $75 each. All that want to participate need to keep lights on from Dec. 8th to the 15th. Voting slips need to be brought into City Hall by Dec. 20th or with your water bill. Council will announce winners Dec. 21st.  Public works director, Tiegen has asked for as needed help in case of sickness or vacation. Council will discuss hourly pay at December meeting. Estimates were shown for the purchase of a new dump trailer, used dump trailer and new recycling purpose trailer. Jones motioned to purchase a new dump trailer from I-80 Trailers for $7500. Phillips 2nd motion. All ayes- motion carried. Acknowledgments: Thank you to Jason Smith, Mrs. Good, Dean Parker, Dennis Beeler, Dan Hutton, Cody Hutton, Mike Bethards, Mark Adair, James Bair, Lane Sturtz, Melanie Arzani, Tiegen Wood and all 27 I-35 students that braved the cold, wet elements to load and haul the City Wide curb junk to the Madison County Landfill. The City could not have completed the Clean Up without the genericity from patrons of our community. City Clerk discussed the use of the Community Center. All that rent are cleaning up and things are going well. Clerk discussed account #1122002- they paid $90 to go towards old water deposit on a house they were to purchase. The purchase did not go through, and customer asked for the $90 back. Jones motioned to have clerk write a refund check for $90.00 to customer #1122002. Kennedy 2nd the motion. All ayes. Motion carried. Public works department: Wood got a quote to take down the dead tree at Hull Park for $500.00. This does not include stump removal. Council suggested looking around to find someone to hire that done in the spring. Phillips motioned to hire Broad Horn Properties for $500 to take down tree. Siefkas 2nd motion. All ayes. Motion carried. The discussion of charging more for water/sewer tapping fees. Wood will bring more examples to the December meeting. Kennedy motioned to approve past meeting minutes/ Treasurer’s report and payment of bills. Jones 2nd motion. All ayes. Motion carried. The next meeting is scheduled for December 7th, 2020 at 6:00p.m. Phillips motioned to adjourn at 6:48p.m., Kennedy seconded motion. All ayes. Motion carried.
