Zoning work continues so would like to see if the current board members are still wanting to be active.  Clerks will call to find out 

and then post to website, Facebook, and print and post flyers to advertise the vacancies.
Community Center Renting was discussed.  Phillips made a motion to deduct $20 from the renter who had the center first, and add
the $20 to the second renter who ended up cleaning up for renter #1 for a previous rental. All rentals will go through the clerks during 
regular business hours in effort to deter more incidences. 
Ordinance No.194 Regulating All-Terrain Vehicles, Mowers & Golf Carts was reviewed. Sciarrotta motioned  to approve and Cannoy 

seconded the motion and all approved. City Attorney will draw up a inspection caveat. 
Cannoy motioned to change the wording on the public request forms to include rates over a period of a month after the first 30 minutes
and to take deposits of $20 per hour before the search continues.  Phillips seconded the motion and all approved.

New council members Brett Jones, Ancel Kennedy, and Mayor Bryan Arzani were sworn in and given certificates.
It was decided City Hall hours will be shortened for Christmas Eve and New Year’s Eve. City Hall Holiday hours are posted on the 
window as well as on www.truroiowa.org and Facebook.

Maintenance Department: a leak was found to be a result of a frozen curb stop and was taken care of.  We’ll continue to get diesel fuel 
where we have been unless we start using a lot more; then may look at a different option. Greg will find out costs to get orange truck 

running and report back to the council in January so they can decide if selling it would be more cost effective.
